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Yeonpyeong Island After Attack: Nov. 23, 2010

According to press reports, around 2:30 PM local time on 
November 23, 2010, North Korean artillery fired as many 
as 200 rounds near and on the South Korean island of 
Yeonpyeong.  

The barrage killed at least four (two soldiers, two 
civilians) and  damaged as many as 100 buildings on the 
island.  5ƛƎƛǘŀƭDƭƻōŜΩǎsatellite imagery on November 25 
and November 26, 2010 revealed  the  aftermath of the 
attack as well as the probable location of the North 
Korean firing batteries.

South Korean media sources  reported that North Korea 
used 122-millimeter multiple rocket launchers (MRLs) 
and 76.2-millimeter coastal artillery to shell South 
YƻǊŜŀΩǎ  YeonpyeongIsland.   According to the reports,  
the North Koreans moved three MRL firing batteries to 
the Kaemoriarea--about 10 kilometers north of 
Yeonpyeong. 
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
